Our incredible finance team determined that ECE could start fully funding ECE® Aid fee waivers
from our own revenue starting in 2023. This means that we no longer need to ask for donations
to sustain the ECE® Aid initiative!

This provides the following advantages:

e Support people most in need without also relying on donations coming from those we serve.

¢ More effectively manage relationships with ECE® Aid participating organizations.

e Better control of the flow of ECE® Aid recipient applications going into our production
process.

e Anticipated elimination of recipient waiting list, a necessity during the pandemic.

¢ Removal of daily administrative work in donation tracking and reporting.

The decision came down to streamlining the process to be more efficient and effective for all
stakeholders. Ultimately, funding ECE® Aid through our own revenue will save both time and
money while also allowing us to better serve ECE® Aid recipients and participants alike.
